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CHAPTER ONE
Introduction

Now a day, information is the decisive factor for all development-oriented activities. Proper development planning needs reliable and up-to-date data. So, there is nothing, which can be properly planned and accurately done without accurate and reliable information and data. However; in developing countries like Ethiopia, availabilities of reliable and up-to-date data on various aspects (physical, population, socio-economic, infrastructure, etc) are low. Therefore, some of the major problems of development planning could be largely attributed to the dearth of reliable and up to date of qualitative and quantitative data. The underutilization of available data and poor management of data are also other problems of developing countries.

Based on the need to purposefully intervene in the regional and local development efforts the national regional government of Oromiya has established the plan and economic development commission and provided among others the responsibility of collecting and compiling development information on various aspects of the region. Accordingly, our commission in collaboration with Buno Bedele zonal 

The plan and economic development office has prepared this detailed document with the main objective of providing the necessary data and information that will enable the preparation of a local development plan. It is also believed that the data presented in this profile could be a valuable reference for regional, zonal as well as district decision -maker and for those who wish to carry out development activity studies and anther related tasks at micro and macro levels of the zone or district.

The document comprises a physical and socio-economic profile of Buno Bedele zone and its district which further detail analysis on physical and natural resource, population, agriculture, social services, finance also potential and problems of each administrative level.

Bruno Bedele is one of the 21 zones of Oromiya National Regional states, with important interims of resource endowment in the region. It has a vast number of animals, fertile land, forests, and different types of drainages... etc. A large number of the population in the zone is engaged in primary economic sector activities mainly in agriculture. Agricultural sector production is depending on the rainy season; using the traditional way of cultivation and it is not gone beyond the subsistence level of the people except cash crops exported to the central market. There is an improvement of educational and health services in the zone, a large number of the population have the services of transportation and different infrastructure.  The socio-economic service availability is also in a good stage. Access to infrastructure facilities like communication service, electricity, and water supply is expanding equally in the zone but it shows a concentration and improvement only in the central areas. 

The main objectives of this profile are to assess and compile the basic quantitative and qualitative information about the zone needs, constraints, opportunities, potentials of the year 2011/19 and 2012/20 which help in the establishment of zonal development and planning priorities and socio-economic policy formulation in regional level.

Therefore the objectives of this profile are; to assess the physical and socio-economic situation of the Buno Bedele zone, to identify determinants of development in the zone, to indicate relevant options and strategies, utilize the untapped resource and solve the existing bottlenecks and problems in the zone and to analyze the gender and child issues in the zone by sector,

The report gives insight into the sector activities in particular and the general features of demographic, social, and economic activities, problems, constraints, potentials, and prospects of the zone. The volume also serves as a guide to locate areas of further research and investigation and identification of priority areas for planning and development. This profile is organized into four chapters.

General Objectives
The general objective of preparing this Zonal profile is to reveal, economic and social achievement course of the zone as well as environmental conditions useful for policymakers, governmental bodies, non-governmental organizations, researchers, investors, and the general public at large in making decisions without any constraints.

Scope of the profile

The scope of the study is devised as much as possible to show the scenario of the Buno Bedele Zone, clarify the highlights of the socio-economic situation of Buno Bedele Zone that covers all major activities that were performed by all governmental and non-governmental organizations and other entities for the year 2011 and 2012E.C. 

Sources of the Information 

The sources of the data that were used to prepare this document are from different government sectors /organizations/ in the zone and woreda. These sectors are like Agriculture and rural development Office, Finance and economic development office, health office, water, mineral and energy and Natural Resources, Rural Road Authorities and NGO’s, etc. and different references from Planning and Economic Development Commission of Oromia and CSA. The most common sources we used are statistical abstracts of the zone 2011/19 and 2012/20.

Methodology

The methods used to compile this profile were; preparing data collection tables, dispatching to different sectors, collecting secondary data sources, organizing, analyzing rechecking with different reports available at hand, and interpreting by simple descriptions. In addition, after the profile has been submitted to our commission, efforts have been made to consolidate the information such as the region, and develop it in a user-friendly manner.
Limitation of the Document: 

As the profile was being written within time constraints, the profile may have certain drawbacks. The expected limitations of this document have some significant limitations some of these areas follow;
· limitation of full information in compiling of this document; 
· the reluctance of sector in providing of data /relevant information fully or partially 
· shortage of budget to run this work/study as needed and 
· Inadequate timely data.

Significance of the Profile

The significance of this profile is mainly to discern what the Buno Bedele Zone needs and to fulfill the needs in creative and well-organized ways. Now a day, the population of Buno Bedele Zone exceedingly increased. The people who need work and different services are coming to this Zone from different local areas. Concerning this Zone is encountering many challenges such as lack of budget, the inadequacy of different office furniture, infra Stricture, shortage of manpower and problem of good governance, etc. So with the collaboration of every concerned body, solving these problems is the emphatic issue of this profile. Generally, through installing good governance, the Buno Bedele zone in collaboration with Wereda/Town should be proportionate.

Backgrounds of the Zone: 

Bedele town, which was established in around 1910 E.C; by Dejazmach Geese Butulat the time of Lij Iyasuregeme; The Oromo tribes that live in Bedele such as Konta, Bedi, Megna, Mogu, Nago, Edoro, Sinde, Darimu, Jamo, Kankacho, Leka were the major dwellers at the time of establishment. 

The main language of the resident of the town was Afan Oromo. Bedele is the capital city of Buno Bedele zone which is considered 9 (nine) woredas and 1 town that are Dega, Chora, Bedele, Gechi, Didessa, Borecha, Meko, Chewaka, Dabo-Hana, and Bedele town. Bedele municipality was established in 1940 E.C in the regime of Emperor Haile-Silas I. Although Bedele has an age of about 103 years, Bedele town has shows good development progresses particularly since 1990.E.C.The development progress was in terms of education, health, communication, road, access to safe water supply and electricity.

Even though this progress was seen in the above-mentioned years there is still a need for development in a way of socio-economic aspects to speed up the overall development of the town with devolution of power from top to down. Bedele town has its administration structure democracy that provides power for the people /decentralization /a major with two large urban kebeles. Bedele has located 484 Km from Finfine, along Finfine Jimma main road. Buno Bedele zone is categorized into 9 rural districts and one (1) Urban Administrative sub divisions230 rural and 14 urban kebeles. Buno Bedele zone is dominated by dissected high plateau and mountains associated with hills, valleys, and lowland areas found along river valleys. Its altitude ranges from about less than 1800 meters to over 1940 meters. Tullu-mako, Boka, Mute, Boroka, Dagemat, Gero, Saso, Gelaare the major peaks in the zone. Buno Bedele is drained by numerous rivers and streams as Didessa, Dabena, Miesso, Sese, Geba, Ambala, Sota, Sotalo, and Molode.
Buno Bedele is a province in the southwestern part of Ethiopia. Buno Bedele Zone with an area of 5964Km2 (596,400hectars) is located between 70 58’ 35’’N-903’ 7” N latitude and 350 51’2’’ E - 36051’32’’E longitude; It is also located southwestern part of the regional state of Oromia. It is bordered like; Ilu-Ababora zone West, East Wellega zone by East and Southeast, West Wellega zone in the North and Jimma zone by South

The climate of the zone is covered by Kola, Weina- Dega, and Dega. The wine dega climate is dominant. Buno Bedele zone has four seasons, namely the summer (Ganna)season of big rainfall, autumn(Birra) season, Winter(Bona)season, and Spring (Arfaasa) season which has a small rainy season. Having average annual rainfall ranging from1800 mm to1900 mm and having altitude ranging from1310m to2380m; temperate climate prevails in areas having minimum to a maximum ranging from 11.3 to 28.5masl. 

There are three main types of soils in Buno Bedele zone namely clay soil, sand soil, and limestone. But; the mineral resources of the zone are not still well-identified and surveyed. The climatic condition is mainly affected by latitude, altitude, prevailing winds, and humidity. The zone is divided into two major climatic zones, Tropical rainy, dry wet climate. The zone has medium natural vegetation cover. Forest, woodland; rover line, shrub, and savanna are the major natural vegetation. Monkeys, pigs, hyenas, apes, buffalo, lizards, fox baboons, lions, tigers are some of the wild animals found in the zone. There are no well-known parks and wildlife conservations in the zone.

Demography of Buno Bedele zone:-Buno Bedele zone had a total population of over 815,437 in the year 2011E.C; (409,652 were male and 405,785 were female) and 838,172 in the year 2012E.C (421,075 were male and 417,097 were female).
The total urban population in the year 2011E.C of the zone covered 80, 914 (of this 40,743 were male and 40,171 were female), and in the year 2012E.C, urban population covered 84,300 (of this 42,448 were male and 41,853 were female). In the past two years 2011 and 2012E.C the crude population density of the zone was about 136.7 and 140.54with total area 5964 per /Km2 But you should have to know is the exact population of our zone in the year of 2012 was a total population of 883,014(462,160 were male and 420,854 were female and out of these, the urban population is 145,733(75,398 male and 70,335 female and Rural population are 737,281(386,762 male and 350,519 female and the crude population density of the were about 148.06 with total area 5964 per /Km2.
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CHAPTER TWO

 Physical Setting 

Location of Zone

Buno Bedele Zone is located in the Southwestern part of the regional state of Oromia. It covers the western part of the region and lies between 70 58’ 35’’N - 903’ 7” N latitude and 350 51’2’’ E - 360 51’ 32’’E longitude. The zone is surrounded by four zones of Oromia National Regional State. The zones bordering Buno Bedele are; Ilubabor Zone By the West, East Wellega Zone by the East and Southeast Jimma Zone by South, West Wellega by the North. 

The total area of the zone: 
Buno Bedele Zone from the total area of Oromia regional state covers the estimated area based on the current border delimitation is 5,964km2 (596,400hectares).  Administrative of Buno Bedele Zone divides into 9 rural and 1 urban woreda having 244administrative subdivisions that are 230 rural kebeles and 14 urban.

Geology of the Zone: 

The physiographic division is the result of the past geological activities which are even under the activities of tectonic and aggradations. The high land is made of undulating landscape, broken by mountain ranges and a highly dissected incised river valley of Didessa and Geba tributaries. The high dissection region is also found in Buno Bedele zone particularly in the Dega, Meko districts. The continental plates and ocean basins have persisted to several changes through crystal tectonics over time. Like tectonics Precambrian like; granite–mill basement older than 2500 m.a.s.l found in most parts of Didessa. The Mesozoic–tertiary plateaus consist of lower tertiary volcanic basalt that occurs in several portions of the zone including large portions of Dega, Meko, and Bedele, Dabo-Hana, and Gechi districts. 


The Precambrian Basement contains a wide variety of sedimentary volcanic and intrusive rocks, which have metamorphosed to varying degrees. From this, type of physiographic division the Archean complex mostly Alge groups found in the Northern part of Buno Bedele around Didessa, The late tectonic granites found in Northeastern part of Dega, Meko, and Chora district. The basalts widespread over several plateaus of Southern and Northern part, Quaternary alkaline basalt and Trachyte’s have erupted along several plateaus of Northeastern Buno Bedele in Dega, Meko, Bedele, and Dabo wereda.

Buno Bedele zone has great physiographic or relief diversity. It is characterized by highlands, lowlands, rugged areas, river valleys, and top flatted plateaus the present land configuration is the result of denudation of the past high and extensive Agro- Arabian plate, and the past natural processes of erosion and tectonic movement have occurred through time to accentuate the convenes of the surface.

Relief, Drainage, and Climate: 
Relief: 

Buno Bedele zone is dominated by dissected high plateau and mountains associated with hills, valleys, and lowland areas found along river valleys. Its altitude ranges from about less than 1800 meters to over 1940 meters. The local name of the mountains is; Tullu-mako, Boka, Mute, Boroka, Dagemat, Gero, Saso, Gelaare the major peaks in the zone.

Drainage: 
The drainage pattern of the zone is the result of various structural events that took place in the past geological areas. Drainage pattern refers to the fabrics or arrangements of the main rivers and their tributaries shaped by the nature of the undulating rock and slope of the surrounding.

Buno Bedele zone has many rivers that descend from the various highlands and flow to the surrounding low-lying areas. They have rapid and falls along their course, seasonal fluctuation in their volume of water, they form steep-sided river valleys and gorges and the rivers are mostly tributaries for the known large rivers of Buno Bedele zone; like Didessa into Abay. 
However, there is no data depend on incite study in the water resource in the zone. Even though, less investigation has been done and expected that there is a high potential of sub-surface water in addition to the surface water.

Season: 
The zone receives rainfall twice a year. The main rain reason in summer being in June, July, August, and September cover the greater portion of Buno Bedele. The small (spring) rain is received between February May and in the area.

Climate: 
The temperature of Buno Bedele zone is a moderate climatic condition despite its altitude location in tropical climate modified by its latitudinal location. It implies temperature determined by latitudinal location, altitude, prevailing winds …etc. These create seasonal and temporal variation in temperature that is an important factor in vegetation adoption, agriculture production, and settlement pattern in the zone. The highest mean annual temperature of Buno Bedele is 26oc in the kola area of Chewaka and Gechi ranges to 10.6oc in most highland parts of the zone mainly the Chora district.

Soil Type: 
There are different types of soil types found in Buno Bedele zone including much of the soil available in the Oromia region. Generally, there are four (4) soil types identified in the zone. From these types, the dominants are; Dystric-Nitosols in high, sleepy dissected areas and gently undulating terrain in association with Dystric-Cambisols. 

This soil type covers major parts of Buno Bedele. Vertisols and Luvisols were mostly over flat and low-lying areas of the Geba basin, East-North part of Gechi, Lithosols on steep-sided of Didessa river valley. 

The fertile soil of the zone has a huge amount of production potential. This huge potential has lost its capacity to give the expected value because of different factors like the present-day growing population pressure in an area resulted in the degradation of the soil in different ways like an expansion of settlement, land fragmentation, deforestation… etc which exposed for erosion and degradation.

Vegetation and Wildlife 
Vegetation: 

Managing forest resources has become one of the most important agendas in climate negotiations, which has resulted in the proliferation of financial mechanisms such as; clean development mechanisms and reducing emissions from deforestation and forest degradation.
According to Buno Bedele Zone has medium vegetation endowment in the region and stated places in the national and international level.

The highest coverage of this vegetation area is important for the climatic condition of the area but it will also determine by the situation of climatic condition, altitude, soil (natural factors), and human factors. Most of the vegetation coverage is natural vegetation, which has reached natural endowment.

However, some of the areas influenced by deforestation, for cultivation land, settlement and wood demand for fuel, construction and rare industrial purposes have been causing for high deforestation rate in past two or three decades lead to a serious environmental problem in reducing soil nutrients by erosion and depletion. These like processes are more severe in the highland parts and low land areas. The current combination of the natural vegetation of the zone includes all types ranging from high dense forests to bushes. The specious diversity includes Aningeria, Podocarpus, Claudia-Africa, Alibitas, Junipers, Acacia, and Savanna. From the total landmass of the Zone, about 10.6127%% is covered by forest. Generally, there is no research has been done on the forest of the area in our zone.

Wilde Life: 

The diverse physiographic and climate of provided favorable habitat for quite a wide variety in the Buno Bedele zone; numerous wildlife resources were believed to exist in Buno Bedele Zone. However, there is no protected area for wild animals as well as a game reserve, ‘the indiscriminate by killing of animals and the changes brought in the natural habitat of wildlife ‘resulted in a rapid decrease in the number of wildlife in Buno Bedele Zone. The common wild animals in the all-District include; the major types of wild animals in the Buno Bedele zone.
Buno Bedele zone has no park, sanctuary, wildlife reserve areas, and controlled hunting areas to protect the existing wildlife resources. Despite this, there are still many types of wildlife volume and species that are living in the weina-Dega agro-ecological zone forests and in lowland savanna grass area and still, others scatter all over the zone.

The wildlife species of the district include animals that live in the forest of wine-dega. Include Monkey, Ape, Hyena, and Pig. Big animals like Lion, Cheetah, Buffalo, Hippopotamus, Swine, Crocodile, and Tiger...etc. and small-sized animals that include Bushbuck, Bush-duiker, Civet, Waterbuck, and Warthog…etc. 

However, these animals and others are changing their residence to other areas where there are more forests and decreasing in their number; merely due to a serious deforestation rate in the zone. As stated above lack of protected areas by government and non-government bodies, illegal hunting and firebreaks are the other reasons for the migration of these wild lives. 

CHAPTER THREE

Socio-economic Condition

Demography of Buno Bedele Zone: 

Demographic data is so important in indicating the development levels of size and trends of population variables. It also shows the implementation of population policies and programs in quantitative terms. It is through demographic data that compliance and various with the goals, objective and target of population policy and programmers are evaluated. On top of this when development ventures are anticipated, its focal point is the people.

The realization of population policy, objectives require that program planner experts and staff in the population sector have deep knowledge, understanding, and appreciation of the interrelationship between population variables and development where ever the case may be:

The size and rate of growth of the population determine the rate at which production and investment grow if the prefacing level of per-capital income and consumption are to be maintained. Population size and growth directly influence economic activity by determining the potential number of producers and consumers in an economy. Thus, the present trends of population growth, distribution, and structure keep with the level of socio-economic development in the Buno Bedele zone. In general, rapid population growth has cause population pressure over the available resources and service facilities as well.

This section gives a brief view of the structure and distribution of population or Demographic character by age, sex, religion, residence and space, and major factors (population variables) of Buno Bedele zone. The population of Buno Bedele according to PEDCO population projection result and based on the country Population senses of 1999E.c; the total number of population in the year of 2011 and 2012E.C is; 815,437(409,652 male and405,785 female and 838,172 (421,075 male and 417,097 female) people live in the zone in respectively. From this we conclude that the population increased from time to time, so the crude population density also increased from 136.7 per/km2 in 2011E.C to 140.54per/km2in 2012E.C in the zone.

School-age population: 

Most children start school at age seven. But the number of School-age students population of Buno Bedele mostly covers an age group between age 7-18 Year; this accounts around in the year of 2012E.C is 164,228 (82,075female) is from the total population of the Zone is cover this school-age population. 
Agriculture: 

Agriculture is the minster of the zone people and hence it provides almost the largest shared of livelihood of the population. However, agriculture activities in the zone are characterized by a lack of access to modern technology, marketing Facilities low productivities dependence on seasonal rainfall, and lack of irrigation practices at large as a result agricultural economy remains subsistence in its nature. Despite the fact, still, Buno Bedele zone is potential rich infirming practice. The agro-climatic condition of the zone which is predominantly subtropical is suitable for cereal, pulse, and oilseed production. Buno Bedele zone is also ideal for the production of root crops such as Coffee, Chat, Vegetables, Root crops, Sugar cane, Enset, and fruit are also cultivated in the zone. In addition, it is relatively free from meager and erratic rainfall distribution, which has a great impact on rainfall for agriculture. Mixed farming is also the common practice prevailing in the zone. As a result, the level hood of the rural people is dependent on both crop cultivation and livestock rearing.

This area received high rainfall and there is no drought-affected area in the past two years. Buno Bedele zone is one of the agricultural areas of the Oromia region as well as Ethiopia. According to the statistical abstract collected by Woreda Planning and Economic Development office, the major parts of the population are rural dwellers and participated in agricultural practices.

Peasant Association: 
Peasant association is the lowest level of rural government structure.2012E.C there was 12 different type of peasant assertion that constituted farmers or House Hold. In 2012 E.C; were 500 services cooperative having 75,391 member (Male and Female).these service cooperative have 109,040,195.63birrregister capital; from total capital; 51,007,293.96Birr fixed and 58,032,901.67 Birr operational capital. The main duty of the farmer’s cooperative was rendering agricultural input such as fertilizer, pesticide, herbicide, agricultural technology and provides market access, grain mill, storage, and credit service to member farmers.

Land Cover and Land resource by using:

Due to scarce resources regarding land use and land cover of the Buno Bedele Zone the team has enforced to use the data on the physical geography of the zone which is prepared by Buno Bedele Zone Agricultural Development office in the year 2011 and 2012E.C. The land use pattern of the zone can generally be classified into rural and urban area intensively and moderately cultivated area, forest land, grazing land, bush and shrubs land and for others land use are included.

Buno Bedele Zone is endowed with a variety of natural and cultural resources. Such as forest, mineral, spring, river, carter like; beautiful land scopes cultural heritage, old churches, and monasteries and the local people way of life.


The major economic activities of the people, like the economy of the nation, are based on agriculture. The zone is suitable for a variety of crops cultivation. The major crops widely grown in the zone are Teff, wheat, coffee, maize, and anther vegetable include enset, according to the zonal agricultural and rural development office, and the major land use in the zone is occupied categorized into farmland.

According to the land resource use and agricultural office of the zone in the year 2012E.C from the total land of the zone is; 329,560.91 hectares (55.258%) is agricultural land,37,068hectare (6.22%) is grazing land, 128,454.4hectare (21.54%) forest (includes natural forest, woodland, bush and shrub, and man-made forests) and others land use is101,317.06 hectare (17%) (Covers swampy and marshland, arable land degraded area).

Crop production:  

According to data of the rural and Agricultural Development office of Buno Bedele zone, the total area cultivated by annual crops in the zone in 2012E.C was 34.83%. The main types of production are Cereals, Pulses, and Oilseeds. Cereal crops include food crops like Teff, wheat, barley, sorghum, maize, Finger millet, rice, and oats. Pulses include horse beans, field peas, haricot beans, and Soya beans. New, linseed, rapeseeds, sesame, sunflower, and ground are oilseeds, which cover most area cultivated and production respectively. Cash crops like; Coffee, Chat, Vegetables, Root crops, Sugar cane, Enset, and fruit are also cultivated in the zone. The following table describes briefly the land cultivated and production of major Maher crops. There is no belg crop production in the zone.

The amount and type of fertilizers, pesticides, and herbicides, improved seeds distributed to the farmers, and the number of farmers utilizing in the zone show an increasing trend of usage in 2012E.C when we compared to the year 2011E.C. The total number of farmers used different type of input is estimated 95,550in the year 2012E.C.  

The amounts of fertilizer distributed to the farmers are 93,772 quintals, Improved seeds are 13,922.25, pesticides and insecticides are 39,965 and the number of farmer cooperative participated are around 170.

Maintaining soil fertility: 
To increase the productivity and production of crops there is a need to maintain and improve the fertility of the soil. Thus, the farmers used traditional and modern methods of soil fertility maintenance in addition to the use of fertilizers to increase soil fertility. However, currently, the comprehensive method of soil conservation especially trace working is undertaken to avoid soil erosion as a zone; different types of maintaining soil fertility, the traditional and modern methods listed are below practiced in the zone.

The traditional methods of maintaining soil fertility are; Crop rotation, chick manure, land fallowing, use of cow’s dung, Alley cropping, and double cropping. The modern methods of maintaining soil fertility are; Lime application, Soil and water conservation, Zero tillage, it targeted soil fertility management conservation agriculture, Composting, and chemical fertilizers. 

Agricultural Calendar: 

The Crop Calendar is a tool that provides timely information about seeds to promote local crop production. It contains information on Land preparation, planting (sowing), weeding, Flowering, Maturing, and harvesting periods of locally adapted crops in specific agro-ecological zones.  Accordingly, the agricultural calendar of Buno Bedele zone is described as follow; Land preparation is mainly in March to August month, planting (sowing) is between May - July, weeding is from May to November; Flowering is August to November, Maturing is October to December, the last step is the time of harvesting that has been done in November to December last.

The Number off-farm Oxen per household: 

According to the data obtained from the Agricultural development office of the zone and the wereda Finance and Economic Development Office, the number of households which have one ox in the year 2011E.C, had been increased by (33,453household) in the year 2012E.C. The number of farmers with two oxen per household in the year 2012E.C, also increased by 38,902 persons while the numbers of farmers having three oxen’s have been increased by24, 477 in the year 2012E.C. Finally, however there is up and down in the number of possession of oxen’s per household either due to the transition of the farmers from farming to the other field of the lively hood like trade, Cash crop production and industry there is a clear dramatic increase in the one and two oxen possession as the table below shows;

The major crop pests and disease in the zone; according to the information obtained from Buno Bedele Zone Agricultural Development Office, farmers lose their production of crops, by crop pests and diseases. The major crop pests and diseases are Rust, MCMD, Stock vires, FAW, stalk borer and aphids, Termites all crop type, Fuzamum head blight like wheat crop type, etc.

Farmers use different methods of traditional and modern pest and crop control methods. Among the traditional methods of pest and crop controls are; Hand weeding, Deep plowing, crop rotation, field sanitation, fencing, hedgerow and Wood ash for the protection of crops against animals like; Apes, Monkey, Pigs, Birds, Gorilla, etc, Among the modern methods of pest and crop controls are like:-Botanical control, chemical control, Biological control, pull and push method, IPM, AND Resistance variety, etc. 

Irrigation number of farmers engaged:

Irrigation makes agriculture possible in areas previously unsuitable for intensive crop production. Irrigation transports water to crops to increase yield, keep crops cool under excessive heat conditions and prevent freezing. In other situations, irrigation is viewed as insurance against occasional drought. In areas where rainfall is plentiful in most years, irrigation can bring benefits by reducing risk, meaning that a farmer is better able to control income fluctuation. 

Other benefits include: Improving crop quality (most noticeable for vegetable crops), Significantly increasing crop yields, particularly on sandy soils which have low moisture-holding capacities, Increasing opportunities for double cropping and providing a means of liquid fertilizer application. As the data collected from wereda, the land cultivated and production gained by irrigation in the year 2012E.C is 16,079.5hectares of land are cultivated in the first round and second round and 1,936,288.88 quintals of production gained and the number of Farmers Participated are 48,732 respectively.
Non-Government Organizations found in the zone:  

In the year of 2012 E.C, there are about 14 ongoing NGOs are involved in different socio-economic affairs in Buno Bedele Zone. These 14 registered and legally operating NGOs in Buno Bedele Zone partiality are local NGO’s while the remaining are international NGOs. Total projects implementing by these NGOs are cared out by local NGOs, while the rest by international //local NGO’s total budget or fund allocated for the implementation of the project were Birr 766,977,879. Considering special distribution; there is disparity among Woredas /District.

Major Constraints of Agriculture in the Zone: 

There are different types of agriculture constraints like the supply of agricultural inputs, seeds of different crop types, fertilizer with their quantity and items, soil acidity, the low purchasing power of the farmer for recommended rate of fertilizer (inputs), animal and crop diseases, soil erosion, lack of efficient improved technology and crop pest and crop disease, Deforestation and land degradation, the topography of the land, etc. The major problem is now improved to some degrees during the years 2011 and 2012E.C. The government and the farmers also show a great effort to solve these problems. Besides governmental activities of soil, conservation, and fertility maintenance role of farmers and non-governmental Organizations/NGO’s played a great role in the increased productivity achieved in the zone. 

Livestock, Poultry and Beekeeping Production         

Livestock: 

This sub-sector plays a significant role in the economy of the zone directly and indirectly. Livestock is generally the source of food (milk, meat, egg, etc) means of income-generating, (for cultivation transportation, etc), means of foreign currency earning for a country by exporting skin, hide, meat, and serves as saving. They also kept as wealth and indication of status. 
The livestock component of the zone comprises Cattle, Ship, Goat’s, Horses, Mule’s, donkeys, and Poultry. It also contributes to the farmers in two ways. One is the input function, which includes traction power transportation and manure, while the other is the output function, which refers to nutrition (milk, meat, egg, etc) and cash.

Poultry: 

According to all wereda’s districts, the poultry production in the year of 2012E.C the number of poultry accounts 771,796 in the respective year.

Beekeeping and Honey Production: 

The activity of Buno Bedele zone was more of traditional and modern activity is also there. The traditional activity includes fencing the traditional beehive and clearing the beehive while the modern activity includes landing flowers plant around the modern hives providing food and water for bees and fencing and clearing the surrounding beehive. When we came to the beekeeping status of the zone the existence of great forest coverage of forest makes the favorable condition for beekeeping. Currently, there are around 620,619 traditional beehives, 89,384Transitional beehives, and 25,580 Modern beehives in the zone. Regarding the production of honey from all beehives, the type is 2,465,631.5kg honey produced in the year 2012E.C. Generally; in the year 2012E.C; the amount of beehives by type and number of participants that is produced honey production is; from the traditional beehive is 1,560,059.5Kg, from Transitional beehive is 593,637Kg and from the modern beehive is 311,935Kg. Also, the number of participants is traditional beehive male 36,079 and female 5,237, an intermediate beehive is male 21,665 and female 1,456 and also in the modern beehive is male 8,151 and female 1,334 in the respective year.

The major livestock diseases:

The major livestock diseases in the zone are; Trypanosomiasis, internal parasite, external parasite, infectious diseases, and non- infection diseases.

Availability of animal health institutions and personnel: 

Availability of veterinary services delivering in Buno Bedele zone is treatments of livestock on different diseases (like an internal and external parasite, operation services, etc.) and different vaccination types of diseases (render pert, CBPP, Anthrax and blackleg). In the year 2012/20 the number and type of animal health institution is; type ‘A’ 0, type B’ is 1 and type ‘C’ is 11 and type ‘D’ is82 and also the number of animal health (veterinary) personnel in the zone is DVM/Doctors are 13, health assistants is 118 and health technicians is 39.  

The Major factors affecting livestock rearing in the zone are;

The major factors affecting livestock rearing in Buno Bedele Zone are; lack of improved livestock breed, lack of improved forage seed, Poor management practice, and Scarcity of livestock feed.

The factors affecting poultry rearing in the zone are;

The major factors affecting Poultry rearing in Buno Bedele Zone is like; Unavailability and Low access of Improved Commercial Egg (layer) and Meat (broiler) type poultry breed, un-expensiveness and Lack of poultry ration Supply source, unavailability of Poultry rearing equipment’s and drugs, lack of Poultry and Poultry product processing plant and lack of poultry treatment medicines.



The factors affecting Beekeeping rearing in the zones are;

The major factors affecting Beekeeping rearing in Buno Bedele Zone is like; unwise uses of agricultural Chemical, Pesticide and herbicide application on different flowering plants, expansion of forest land for agricultural activities, unavailability, Poor access and expensiveness of beekeeping accessories, low access of bee and bee product processing plant and predators, ants and chalk brood diseases infestation.

Mining and Industry
Mining:

Minerals are all-natural materials made up of rocks and soils, whether they are economically valuably or not. There is no sufficient information on the availability and deposit of mineral resources in the zone. However; the current data obtained from Buno Bedele Zone concerned body; there are many mineral resources in our zone. The Major mineral resources known in the zone are; Coal, basalt, marble, Granite, sandstone, Ignimbrite, limestone, iron ore, and royalties… etc, found in different districts of our zone.

Mineral under extraction;
There is no extracted mineral in the zone due to: lack of skilled manpower, lack of materials or instruments, lack of Laboratories, and lack of facilities such as roads. 

Industry:
Investment of industry is plays a pivotal role to accelerate the rate of economic growth, create employment opportunities and eradicate poverty as well as improving the living conditions of the people.

The industry has played a great role in economic growth. However like all zones of region industrial at infant stage in the zone. According to industrial classification (large, medium, and small scale industries), there is One large scale industry in the zone. Small scale industries such as; sawmills are predominant in the zone. About the Large-scale manufacturing industries were not developing in Buno Bedele zone. But the only known industries were Bedele Brewery producing factories.

Infrastructure and Social facility 

Transportation and communication

Transport and Communications play a very important role in any development endeavor. It would be impossible to conceive of social and economic development in the absence of adequate transport, communication infrastructure, and services.

Transportation facility; 
Road and Transportation Facilities: -

Road is one of the major components of infrastructural facilities which allows the movement of goods and services to markets. Without an efficient and effective road network, economic and social developments have a positive impact on socio-economic development and multiplier effect on rural development and strengthen urban economic productivity. Without the road, service delivery growth is unthinkable.

The relation between rural development and Urbanization and economic growth relies on adequate road coverage and development that support social and economic development. An efficient road network has a greater impact on the livelihood and benefits of the people living in the locality and overall economic development by connecting them and facilitating the movement of goods and services. 

Transport and Communication constitute an integral part of the social and economic development of the zone. Not only do the sectors promote socio-economic development, but it also enhances political integration within the zone as well as between weredas and kebeles. 
 
However, roads are poorly developed in most kebeles of rural areas because of long years of neglect and are badly in need of new construction tasks. It is generally believed that the lack of adequate road facilities is one of the fundamental obstacles that retard the process of development in the country. While this is a problem in its own right there is also the question of the proper utilization of the existing road network. Moreover; the existence of transportation infrastructure is also a very important means for development. Since the need for exchange of goods and services are reaching it’s a place of origin to a place of destination. Road transportation of the zone in the year 2012E.C shows about 1,517.35 km of roads. From this number 145km (9.6%) is Asphalt road and 1,156.43km (76.21%) is Gravel from these all road; 5.83km (0.4%) is coble stone and 210.09km (13.85%) dry-weather roads. In the present rural development strategy, the road availability becomes sufficient and suitable in increasing the connection of districts with zonal capital and provision of products to the market in case of coverage.

The main road network of the zone is not limited to the road from Addis Ababa that passes through the zonal capital Bedele it also connects town and wereda alongside. This means not mean that all the roads are suitable in level; quality and number of transportations network overall. The same roads have cracked and make difficulties for transportation services. Now a day the districts far from the main roads are also equally profitable like those located within the main road. The table below shows that there is increase in all types of roads mentioned in the table except dray weather road shows decreasing due to the increase of all dray weather roads to the rural gravel road.

Communication:

Information technology has made life easy and simple in many developed countries by modernizing and easing the collection and dissemination process of information due to their successful ICT development. Information technology gives current information from the latest information technologies for producers and consumers likely, connect product suppliers and transport services, increase social tie-ups and save time and energy of the community who used to travel long distances to get various public services. Many people are coming more eager to be equipped with information and updated with fresh news about the city, region, country, and the globe at large. The role of media, information technologies, communication services, and networks like telephone, internet, fax, and postal services are very important to speed up all-rounded development.

Information technology has been the chief device in the structural transformation of the Buno Bedele Zone. However; this does not mean that it is being at used fully extent that by the local community needs at the Zonal level and the Wereda level.  







Telecommunications: - 

Telecom service is crucial for urban residents for different reasons. Telephone service delivery that gives all-rounded services across the Zonal, country and offers international calls was established accesses in Buno Bedele Zone; since started from the past year. Since then it had created high linkages locally and country and globally. The presence of large population size, high trade relations, investment opportunities, untapped business potentials, banking, high financial flows, better number of industrial establishments and in the Buno Bedele zone necessitate the expansion and modernization of the telecom system. All District centers and many rural villages have telephone services including Mobil phone services. 

Communications services provide by the zone include telephone, telegram, fax, and postal services, which have been operating in this zone by the Tele-communication and postal offices. In the present situation, the expansion of these services in rural and urban areas from monolog to analog and broadband increases from time to time. These do not mean that all the communication infrastructures reached to the degree required in number and quality. The distribution of postal service is not that much developed and improved system except in the main cities of the zone and some agent branches were not properly serving the people.

Water and Energy supply

Water Supply: 

Water is one of the most important resources on the earth to, maintain the ecosystem, agriculture, industrial development, and so on. It is necessary to fuel economic growth for any nation to sustain a healthy life. It is one of the basic survival needs for all living things that life without a water supply is unthinkable. Access to water is a fundamental right and essential to improving the quality of life. Water does not have any other competitor in keeping our hygiene, beauty, healthiness, and much more.

According to all Wereda Water and energy Office, about 623,181(74.35%) from the total population urban and rural supplied potable water have the access in the year 2012E.C. According to Buno Bedele Zone, in the year 2012E.C most of the population of the zone got potable water. 

From the total rural population 753,871 of the zone71.92% (542,184) are rural populations is supplied potable water and from the total urban population 84,300 supplied potable water is79.97 % (67,415) in the year 2012E.C.

Energy supply: 

Energy is the lifeblood of an economy and the backbone of sustainable developments which is required in all sectors of development. It is an engine for any socio-economic development, a basic ingredient in national economic development to generate employment and improve the living standard of the urban population. It is undeniable fact that power is the spinal cord of any economy that plays important role in changing the livelihood of the people and economic and social developments like industry, trade, communication and so on. 

There is no detail information on domestic energy supply data. However, it is clear that the main domestic energy supply in the zone is firewood that is collected from the forest; Eucalyptus provides supplementary source energy for those who have the eucalyptus trees; some households use dug, crop residue, and kerosene too. Urban residents use firewood and charcoal and kerosene. Almost all towns and some rural villages in the zone have electrical power.

When we see the uses of energy in the zone we have to categorize them in rural and urban populations. According to the data we have at hand in rural areas of our zone firewood, charcoal, crop residue, kerosene, dung, and electricity ranked from first to sixth respectively. In urban areas of the zone, it is reverse to that the rural districts, which means electricity, kerosene, charcoal are the most used sources of energy. Power is one of the necessities for development. It is also essential for the usual day-to-day life of the people. When we plan for development the occurrence of power as a source of energy plays a significant role. 

The availability of adequate and cheap alternative energy sources is important in the development of small, medium, and large-scale manufacturing enterprises. Strengthen the forward and backward linkages with the other sectors of the economy and use of modern energy sources like fuel and electricity for domestic uses helps in reducing the use of wood and charcoal i.e. reducing deforestation. Generally; in the year 2011 and 2012E.C, the number of towns is supplied electricity is in the zone, number of towns 14 and 14, number of people who is access to supplied electricity is 144,740 and 148, 775 in respectively year. The type of the source for all electrified of wereda’s and town is hydroelectric power from Fincha’a and Gilgel gibe hydro sources. Social Service Aspects

The provision of social services is crucial to improve the well-being of citizens and lift the country from socio-economic backwardness and underdevelopment. Knowledge and health are the basis for any activities taking place in our livelihood improvements. As a result of this, the government bodies at different levels have given due emphasis to the extension of education and health. The achievements in education and health in Buno Bedele Zone during preceding years are presented as follows;

Education:

Education plays a vital role in achieving economic development and real social improvement and enhancing the capacity to overtake responsibility and participate intelligently in public life. Similarly; education facility creativity and innovation raises political and social consciousness, determine character and opportunities for people in every lifestyle. Levels of Education are generally much lower in developing countries than in the developed countries. According to the available data of Buno Bedele Zone, many children are attending school now a day. Provision of primary education and improving the quality of education is the focal area of the educational strategy of the government. 

For the last two years, many school facilities were started rendering services. Trends’ also indicating that encouraging progress has been made in Buno Bedele zone for the last two years. The education policy mainly emphasizes the provision of basic primary education to all citizens freely and equitably. All efforts are geared to ensure that education at all levels is relevant and responsible to the socio-economic and cultural development needs of the people.

School Age population:- 

The school-age population is one of the best indicators for planning and budget preparation of education facilities and expansion of schools to satisfy the social need of education for all policies. In addition to these to keep the education quality with different indicators like student classroom ratio, student textbook ratio, student teachers ratio, and others school-age population is too essential. Accordingly, the number of school-age population of the all-district was increasing from 300,316 students to 304,449 students in the years 2011 to 2012E.C respectively. As far as the different school-age population was concerned the number of kindergartens, the primary and secondary school population was increased to 835, 1,521 and 1,777 in the year of 2012E.C.  This increment in the school-age population indicates there is a need for additional budget for construction of school and expansion of other school facilities that create a favorable school environment that improve the quality of education in the all-district of the Zone. Moreover, there is a need for expansion for other social services like health facilities, roads, Electric power, Potable water, youth center, etc.

Health Professional: 

Now a day the number of health professionals working in the zone shows an increasing trend in governmental health institutions. There is also an increase in different health professionals like; Pharmacists, Health officers, Health assistants, and community health workers except for some decreases in those professionals like Doctors, Nurses, laboratory technicians, and X-ray technicians. The table below also gives a brief indication of health professionals in the zone.

Ten top Diseases in the Zone: 

The distribution of major diseases depends on the climatic division of the zone; since our zone is the smallest zone from the Oromia region with diverse climatic conditions, which contributes to the existence of different diseases. When we came to the prevalence of the ten top diseases; among the disease listed on the first rank Pneumonia and, Dyspepsia, and UTI ranks hierarchically from first to third, In addition, among diseases listed on the second rank; Typhoid fever, AURTI, and Helmenfiasis shares from highest to lowest degree of the problem. When we came to the diseases listed on the third Level Rheumatoid arthritis, AFI, and acute water diarrhea and HPV constitute the total as they are. When we summarize the average prevalence ratio Pneumonia and Dyspepsia, and UTI are the three tops of the ten–top diseases in the zone.

According to the zonal health office, the following are the major health problems of the zone are; Acute water Diarrhea, Pneumonia, Measles, Poor attitudes toward using modern family planning and utilization of latrine TB, Lack of safe and adequate water supply, Communicable disease, Poor environmental sanitation, Malaria, Lack of infrastructure and HIV/AIDS and related complex infection opportunistic infections and high prevalence of HIV/ AIDS especially among urban people, etc.  Generally, all concerned bodies should make their maximum effort to tackle the aforementioned problems and the improvement of the health service in the zone.

Children and Women Socio-Economic Indicators

The basic point of Ethiopia's constitution pertaining to Women empowerment is equal power and right in social, economic, and political participation. To come up to the backlog as regards gender discrimination some affirmative actions are applied. Women have got ownership title on resources like Land and so on. At the national level, the women's affairs policy is published in 1992E.C, and the minister's office and regional level Women Affairs Bureau are set up to make the constitution realistic. The major duty and responsibility of these government institutions are to empower women, awareness creation on gender inequalities, etc.

Women Issue Indicators
Maternal Health: 

The maternal Mortality ratio can only be calculated out of 100,000 live births. But as to our Zone, we don’t have 100,000 live births per year. So we can’t get MMR in just Wereda, Town, and Zonal level, it would be calculated at the regional or national level.

To improve maternal health and to reduce maternal mortality, antenatal care and postnatal care were given by health professionals at different health institutions. To assist safe deliveries and to reduce maternal and neonatal deaths, the number of pregnant women who took checkups was increasing from time to time. In Buno Bedele zone in the year 2011and 2012 E.C; 120,254and 159,623women were used family planning services respectively. In the same years, 24,470 and32, 370 women have received antenatal health care from health personnel (nurses, mid-wife and health extension workers). Safe birth deliveries and skilled attendance at birth is the most important intervention in reducing maternal mortality. 
The number of deliveries assisted by skilled health personnel has increased from 15,883 in the year 2011E.C  to 18,736 in 2012 E.C. The number of women who have received monitoring and health check-ups after deliveries (postnatal care) also increasing;

Women’s Equal Responsibilities in local and Political: 

To empower women in the zone many attempts have been done and women are taking responsibility in different activities, however, still, the majority of women in the zone were specialized in indoor activities like; cooking, washing, fetching water, collecting firewood, and caring for children.

Women’s have equal responsibility with men in political as government give them right, In Buno Bedele zone there are 100 women’s in the cabinet members in the year 2011E.C and 82 women are selected as cabinet members in the year 2012E.C.

The major top five maternal deaths occur in developing countries and arise from risks attributable to pregnancy and childbirth as well as from the poor performance of health services. The major causes of maternal mortality in Buno Bedele Zone are:-Bleeding after delivery (PPH), Hypertensive disorder, Sepsis, Cardiac problem, early marriage, and early pregnancies, hemorrhage Eclampsia, obstructed labor, the poor performance of health services, pre-Existing medical conditions that may be aggravated by the physiologic demands of pregnancy and unsafe abortion.

The five top reasons for the increasing infant mortality rate: 

The five top reasons that increase the infant mortality rate in our zone are pneumonia, Aspasia all parasite, malnutrition, poor water sanitation, diarrhea, measles, and malaria.

Disabled children by type of disability: 

There are different disability cases that occurred in the zone such as deaf, physical problem, mental problem, blindness, etc.  The total number of disabled children in the Zone is; 1011 male and 797 female.

Social Security

Housing and Residence Condition: - 

Citizens have right to social security, social insurance and right to adequate standard of living including housing among others. Shelter is one of those necessities for the survival of human beings in addition to food and clothing. The history of housing is inseparable from social, economic and political development of human kind and housing habitation is necessary for every person irrespective of his economic and social status. Housing gives basic dignity and every citizen has the right to shelter. There is a trend of more persistent housing construction being there is rapid population growth and high rate of urbanization that leads to a rise in needs for housing and shelter in urban areas.

Most of the houses in the Buno Bedele Zone were old and constructed from wood and mud also made from local materials known in rural area. However, in the last five years rather than individual hosing constructed modern houses by private and communal houses made of hollow flocks, stone and cement have been constructed. To overcome the housing problem, the Buno Bedele Zone and the government are begin constructing in the year 2011 and 2012 E.C; the data is not compiled by concerned body. 

Employment and Unemployment Condition 

Unemployment in Buno Bedele Zone; is a critical problem due to lack of   job creation in the formal sector. As with other Zone/Wereda/Town in the zone, it is common to notice streets full of unemployed youths hoping for opportunities.  The majority of the population in Buno Bedele Zone is engaged in informal and small-scale businesses, and the majority of the society life is depends on different private job and also farmers, do not sufficiently benefit from governmental social services. Those engaged in the civil service are few in number; even among these most are paid low salaries.
Number of Unemployed and employed persons registered by sex; there is no efficient and accurate method of learning the degree of unemployment in the Buno Bedele Zone in particular and in the whole country at large. So far, the only responsible source of information of this nature is the Department of labor and social Affairs. Recently, there is a scanty recorded figurative data on the number of unemployed people in the Buno Bedele Zone. 
According to the data obtained from yearly report of Labor and Social Affairs office there were in the year 2011E.C; the total number of unemployment is registered, 43,412(29,008 male and 14,404 female), and in the year 2012E.C; the total number of unemployment is registered,51,080 (35,563 male and 15,517female) were registered un-employed in the fiscal year respectively. Unemployment is the main problem for social security and economic development of the zone. As it has been seen from the following table unemployment is very high in the year 2012E.C on those of grade 1-8 and grade 9-12. 
Among the registered unemployed persons, most of them are getting/created jobs opportunities in the year 2011E.C than in the year 2012E.C. The number of registered unemployed Persons in the zone in urban and rural areas in the year 2011E.C is; illiterate male 4,569 and female 2,598, grade 1-4 is male 1,527 and 887, grade 5-8 is male 4,621 and 1, 320, grade 1-8 is male 7,440 and 3,945, grade 9-12 is male 9,554 and female 4,165, certificate male 917 and female 873, Diploma male 253 and female 446also by Degree is male 127 and female 170. 

And in the year 2012E.C, the number of registered unemployed Persons in urban and Rural areas is illiterate male 1,583 and female 805, grade 1-4 is male 4,309and female1, 560, grade 5-8 is male 6,152and female 2,047, grade 1-8 is male12, 591and female 3,992, grade 9-12 is male 9,296 and female 5,715, certificate male 581 and female 548, Diploma male 856and female 740 also by Degree is male195 and female 110.Out of these unemployed persons, 32% and 39.487% have got job opportunities in 2011 and 2012 respectively.

Several cases in different courts are lodge in two years from 2009 and 2010E.C at Zonal and woreda courts. These courts have decided different cases based upon their judicial; legal and material jurisdiction. When we came to the accessibility of the court the first instance, courts (woreda court) have established at all woreda in the zone. The high Courts that handle some original cases of its jurisdiction and appeal cases from wereda; is mainly located at the zonal capital and serving as a mobile court on Bedele Zone that is a center for those 10 woredas and kebeles.

Micro-Finance Institutions;- 

Many developing economies have developed and providing credit to the poor through microfinance schemes. Buno Bedele Zone is home to several microfinance institutions (MFIs) that have particularly participated in the petty business. There is small saving and credit institution that supports the community by providing loans and counseling services, which enable the community to engage in the business of their choice and produce according to their ability and skill.


Banks and Insurance organizations by type of banks and ownership: Banks and insurance corporations play a substantial role in the economy. There are several Commercial banks and Insurance corporations in Buno Bedele Zone. 

Number of banks and Insurance Companies: The other very important parameters of financial activity in the zone are the availability of financial institutions which initiate saving and facilitate credit for business activity and economic development. The number of commercial Banks that was8 in the year 2011E.C, became 10 in the year 2012E.C, The other banking institutions are in the year of 2012E.C, like 4 Oromia cooperative banks, 3Oromia International banks, 2Awash Bank, 2Dashen Bank, one Abyssinia bank, one Development Bank, and 1NIB Bank

Availability of rural saving and Credit Associations:  As the data obtained from Buno Bedele Zone of Finance and Economic Development Offices the total numbers of Government and Non-Government Micro financial institutions were 13. These micro-financial institutions have been provided services for the population living in Buno Bedele Zone. There are different types of financial institutions in the zone are available which initiate saving and facilitate credit for business activity and economic development. Thus, the existence of saving and credit associations is not questionable. Based upon these different governmental and Non-Governmental institutions also delivering loans, savings, credit activities, and regulate the flow of money to facilitate the economic growth of the zone. Among non-governmental institutions, WASASA, vision fund, and OCSA are giving services to society. 

Finance:
 
Among duties and responsibilities of finance and economic development office of different levels are collecting revenue and making necessary expenditures. It also pays necessary expenses for different governmental activities being in the area. Accordingly, the finance and economic development office was established at the zonal level to perform similar tasks by integrating different wereda and sectors under the zone. The office like any of the finance offices has its revenues and expenditure.

Total Revenue collected:

Buno Bedele Zone finance office in terms of revenue collection and budgeting is critical for improved service delivery. The financial performance of Buno Bedele Zone shows that its efficiency in terms of revenue collection and capital expenditure has been improving, 2011 and 2012E.C revenue revenues collected by all of the woredas (State revenue) was; 168,946,800.77 and 192,475,837.21 Birr, respectively. Most of the Buno Bedele Zone income is collected from the trade and services of different individuals and institutions.

Total Expenditure:  

The Buno Bedele Zone administration has allocated a budget to achieve the socio-economic progress of Buno Bedele Zone and to transform the living standard of the residents. This allocation of the budget has been increased in the year 2011E.C; from 944,730,514 Birr to 1,069,394,350.37 Birr in the year 2012E.C. The tables below indicate the sources of budget, types of expenditure, and its amount.

In the Buno Bedele zone is among the cash crop areas of Oromia National Regional State as well as Our Country. The major cash crops of the zone are Coffee, Chat, etc. There are various types of exportable items from the zone are exported to central market at different time. Among exportable items supplied to the central market, the major ones are hides, sheepskins, goatskins, oilseeds, and coffee. Their amounts in both years are as follow;

The major agricultural products that are abundantly supplied to the local and central markets as different cash crops like; Coffee, and so on; while various industrial products are also traded in the zonal markets.

Development Activities: 

Major ongoing governmental and non-governmental projects and programs were planned and being implemented in the zone. The number of non-governmental organizations operating in the zone become increasing from time to time. From these development activities of the zone, the community contributes its share in both labor and money and benefits from the projects. From non-governmental organizations, SOS, Ethiopian Evangelical Church Mekane Jesus, UNDP, Mention for the mention, Gannet Foundation, World Vision and The Fred Hollows Foundation, UNICEF, R-wash, save the children are the main participants in education, health, and water, Agriculture, development activity.

As agriculture; general and the zone, in particular, is called the backbone of the zone. it is undeniable fact that the forest coverage of the zone becomes deteriorated for various reasons mentioned above and brought its collateral effect on the socio-economic development; now reviving due to the mass movement on water and soil conservation highly in the year 2011 and 2012E.C.

Like education, it is a project with development objectives of fulfilling the right to access quality education and creating opportunities for children in the zone lacking and additional schools in different wereda by expecting school-age children will get access to efficient and quality primary education at the end of the projects. As well as, to full fill government development goal ‘primary education in each kebeles’ To meet the gap of educational service government including the participation of the community there are about 609 primary and 44 secondary schools currently serving the zonal population.
As Potable water supply in the zone is the poorest quality and quantity. Different measures are taken by Zone and regional government like constructing, improving, and making studies under the existing resource of the zone. The project has been facilitating the activities in the sector than previous years. To improve potable water supply in the zone this year’s different NGO’s were participating in the construction of spring development, hand-dug wells, and shallow well.

As Health, the Provision of health service for every society is one of the development goals. Different development activities have taken place this year by the government and NGOs. From different NGOs operating in the zone, World Vision and The Fred Hollows Foundation are participating deeply in the provision of health services for society. From the construction of its projects of the health post, HIV/AIDS prevention and care, Family planning and construction of Nucleus health center were the main.
CHAPTER FOUR
Problems and Potentiality
The major problems 
The problems of economic condition:  

Agriculture is the main economic base in Buno Bedele Zone at the alike regional level. When we evaluate the sector in general with the labor, Money, and resource endowed to the sector; it is weak in productivity, mainly for subsistence food security except for the production of cash crops exported to the central market. Therefore, its ability and capacity at the current technological level, to generate income and improvement that be used for the development of other economic activities mainly large; medium and small-scale industries. Consequently, the weakness of the agricultural sector hinders the growth and transformation of the economy from an agricultural lead economy to an industrial lead economy. Since agriculture had a great impact by creating market outlets for agricultural production and supplying agricultural tools. In addition to this Cash, the crop is the main marketable product to the central market of our zone however it is affected by several coffee berry dieses, fungus and high price of agricultural input and lack of capacity to buy are the major economic problem of the zone. So the government or Agriculture and zonal development office should give attention to eradicate this problem.

The problems of social condition:-

There are so many social problems like shortage of educational facilities, furniture, and library in some schools, lack of employment opportunity, Lack of access to transportation also communication of rural with urban society particularly in the rainy season, lack of facilities of secondary schools and health institutions coverage in all Woreda. The existing postal and telecommunication offices are not functional and become few etc... 
The rural infrastructure like rural roads, schools, health institutions, professionals, facilities, electricity, potable water coverage, and other services are shortages in the development situation of the zone. The district and towns are connected by dry weather roads but there is a lack of transportation during the rainy season. The rural people are traveling a long distance before gating services in the districts. 

The problems of Environmental condition: 

The high population growth of the zone in the recent year resulted from the show in the soil erosion and illegal hunting, deterioration, and land degradation of the land resource especially deforestation is higher in the zone for the need to fulfill the demand of population is increasing. The variability in the amount and distribution of rainfall, deforestation, and soil erosion occurrence are the major causes of degradation of resources and the environmental condition.

Due to population growth and other cases accelerate the deforestation rate, such as cutting trees for firewood and construction purposes, the amount of farmland increases as human consumption increases but the land be deforested and degrade than before a decade.





Potentialities: 

Buno Bedele Zone is one of the potential reach areas of the Oromia region. As mentioned in the previous chapters different physical and socio-economic situations were discussed but there is low utilization and exploitation in the resources available in the zone. 

As the Agricultural Development office of the Zone, Agricultural resources including cultivated land, irrigable land, good fertile soil, livestock rearing, etc. is excess availability in low land areas available to cultivate crops. The major natural resource endowment, water resource, minerals, forests, and potentially tourism attraction areas in the zone are untouched as the exploitation amount in present days. Mineral resources were not studied and the explored areas were not in use.

Existing Situation of the Zone 

In the mid of 2008E.C Buno Bedele shaped as a Zone cutting from Ilu Ababora Zone having 9 districts and1urban administrative town but is there no any administrative unit change in the zone in the years of 2011and 2012E.C.

CHAPTER FIVE

Conclusion and Recommendation
Conclusion:-
Buno Bedele is a province in the southwestern part of Ethiopia. Buno Bedele Zone with an area of 5964 Km2 also it is located between; 70 58’ 35’’N - 903’ 7” N latitude and 350 51’2’’ E - 360 51’ 32’’E longitude; Bedele is the capital town of Buno Bedele zone which is located 484 Km from Finfine, along Finfine Jimma main road as well as Nekemte, Ambo, is the other line to get the capital of the region as well as the country Finfine which is 435 Km apart. Buno Bedele zone has 9 rural districts and 1 town, which have (230 rural Kebeles and 14 urban approved kebele) administration.

Buno Bedele zone is one of the Oromia regions that have favorable climatic conditions that are comfortable for any type of activity such as Agricultural, social, industrial, trade, and so on. Because of Asphalt road crossing it and goes to Metu; Nekemte and Jimma our Zone is suitable for sustainable growth and development. This will bring for the zone to be the trade root and can be beneficial. This zone will be the model for other places in all cases when it is concluded from the change that was seen now and the chance these zones have for the future. 

The health facilities and health care activity that have been seen was in increasing manner and appreciative, and many problems were resolved now. 

In the case of tourism, many places can attract tourists and bring income for our zone even though there exist the problem of lack of available road, transport in the village areas and facilities condition at that place. The soil of this zone was very fertile and its weather condition was moderate to the cultivation of many types of seedlings such as cereal crops, fruit, vegetables, coffee, tea, chat, and the like. Having this condition, there is no available all-weather road that connects many kebeles and villages to the market and the town to take their products to the market.


Buno Bedele zone was actively doing on the development of education and active participation of students by increasing their efficiency and to get competent students. Having the idea of education is the key and the gun to defeat poverty and famine, the participation of the people in the development of education is highly increasing.

In general, there are many ongoing governmental projects in most of the sectors to fulfill health facilities, education, potable water, road, bridge, many agricultural activities, and shed for co-operated micro-enterprises. There is also a program to invite private investors and NGOs to invest in the zone benefiting our self and promoting job opportunities for job seekers in the zone by preparing the land in rural and urban centers for Agricultural and Industrial activities.

Recommendations:-
We recommend that since there is a scarcity of budget to fulfill the started Social, economic, cultural, trade, projects and educational development, the government should have to give enough budgets and enhancing the people that can support these activities should have to take support by resource have on hand. Not only this in addition should the attention be given to the following bodies on their concern. These are:-
· Concerned body must give attention to make those above mentioned different problems; how to
· Control the expansion of different problems and must solve them on time to achieve Sustainable development in the Zone.
· The government must be given attention to tourist attraction places and natural resource & the attention of youth bulge must be Cooperate them, not only cooperate them but also stand with the cooperatives professionally and financially.
· Actively work on project, plan, budget management, data management, etc.
· There is poor handling of relevant data in almost all public sectors. So public sectors are expected to organize and document all necessary data that are relevant to the daily activity of their organizations.
· Both natural and Socio-economic sources need to be resolved through proper management considerations and sustainable development.
· The government or concerned body must give attention to the facility such as electricity; transport; tell communication; pure water coverage and road.
· Conducting applied research that would enable to mitigate the Zone/at Wereda level existing major problem.
· Proper resource management and utilization of recourses found in the Zone/district
· Much is expected to work on family planning for there is the high rate of population growth in the Zone. 
· By multiplying improved seeds on farmers plots,
· Introducing modern Livestock rearing and feed, also appropriately use the potential of the zone.
· Strengthening water shade management,
· Though the uses of agricultural inputs are increasing from time to time; it needs more attention towards using this technology for the Zone is highly potentials.
· Must be expanded Health institutions to protect the health of populations; College; water schemes; any investigation; invite private investors, NGOs, etc.
· Our community also must actively participate in started ongoing projects by any resource have on hand and boosting development strategy.
·  Participating in protecting their environment and a resource we have.
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
